LB 393: Climate Fiction in the Anthropocene. Developed with Pat Mahoney in Sociology. Scheduled to be taught in Spring 2021.
E 142: Reading Across Borders.  Developed to fulfill AUCC 3E: global and cultural awareness requirement and to serve as a cornerstone of the INTO curriculum at CSU.  

Development of New Teaching Techniques

Developed an all-new version of E270 adapted for online, asynchronous delivery in accordance with best practices presented by CSU Online during summer 2020. The course followed progressions through 3 primary content modules using a mixture of pre-recorded lectures, small group student discussions of questions presented in the lectures, and weekly reading quizzes drawing on lecture and discussion. Each module concluded with a 1000-word essay. The final two-weeks were reserved for synthesis which allowed students to make connections across the modules and prepare for their final assignment (either a synthesis project of their own design or a take home essay exam on prompts generated and selected by the class). The three content modules (Indigenous, African American, and Euro-American settler literatures) were designed to introduce students to the multi-ethnic range of literatures written in what is now the US and encourage them to question their received ideas about the creators and forms of cultural expression that constitute American Literature. 
Starting in 2016 I have incorporated regular critical writing workshops into my graduate courses so that students receive peer feedback and have a chance to revise their short papers accordingly before turning them into me for instructor feedback
Team taught a module on transnational ecologies in E630C: Writing Transnationalism with Professor David Bunn in the Fall of 2017. Developing this module allowed me to learn from Professor Bunn’s multidisciplinary expertise and to develop my own emerging interests in ecocriticism.

Archival reports assignment in E441.  This assignment requires students to engage in primary archival research at the Morgan Library and to consult with special collections librarians.  The assignment introduces students to some archival research methods and to resources at CSU.
Reading list proposal assignment in E465.  Instead of choosing a reading list for students, students in this class nominated texts for the class’s consideration.  After the proposals were completed the students voted on the proposals and the texts receiving the most votes became the reading list for the course.  This assignment required that students build on their academic experiences as English majors to become full participants in producing a reading list and selecting the texts that they thought important enough to merit serious intellectual study.  
Taste autoethnography in E465.  This assignment requires students to reflect critically on the formation of their taste.  Students may write about moments in which their taste changed dramatically, moments in which they realized that their taste in literature, popular culture, or other areas (clothing, food, etc.) allowed them to make connections with others who shared it or alienated them from those who did not.
